Back in October of 2008 the newly-formed Banda-Linda translation team came to 
Bangui for a seminar in which we developed an 
alphabet and writing system for the Banda-
Linda language. Over the next couple of years 
the translators received training in translation 
principles and began translating the Gospel of 
Luke. They completed Luke last year and have 
since adapted the text and synchronized it to fit 
the Jesus Film. It was with great joy that, this 
past July, I helped the team format and publish copies of the completed Gospel of Luke 
in the Banda-Linda language!
